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Common Questions about the 2007-08 RMCA Calendar

How much school is required by law?

According to the Colorado Department of Education, “School Attendance Law makes school attendance at a public school compulsory
unless the child ‘is enrolled for a minimum of one hundred seventy-two days in an independent or parochial school which provides a
basic academic education.™ Therefore, at RMCA students are scheduled to be in school for 172 days. Additionally, public schools are
required by law to provide a minimum number of hours of instruction over the course of a year. Although those hour requirements do
not apply to private schools, RMCA has always exceeded them.

How does the RMCA calendar compare to St. Vrain Valley and Boulder Valley School District calendars?

Because many of our families and staff have students enrolled in local high schools covering two school districts, we attempt to stay as
consistent as possible with their schedules. Where these two district’s calendars differ, we typically follow St. Vrain's calendar as most
of our students live in that district. That is why Christmas break and Spring break are scheduled as they are.

Why is school starting 4 days earlier in August?

Starting earlier in August allows us to meet the request of many families over the years to dismiss school prior to Memorial Day. With a
high school being developed and in an attempt to keep our calendar similar to Boulder Valley and St. Vrain, we are completing the
second quarter (first semester) prior to leaving for Christmas Break. Ending the quarter at this time allows students to complete end of
quarter exams before Christmas and start January with a new quarter.

Why is there no school on Halloween?

Rocky Mountain Christian Church hosts a community outreach event called the Great Pumpkin Chase on October 31st each year. This
building-wide event requires much set-up and preparation. RMCA cooperates with the church’s need to have the building free of
students that day in order to prepare for this great Halloween alternative.
