We believe there is one God, eternally existing i n three persons — Father, Son,
and Holy Spirit.

We believe inthe deity of the Lord Jesus Christ — Hisvirgin birth, His sinless
life, His miracles, His reconciling death for al people, Hisresurrection from
the dead, His ascension back to the Father, and His returnin power and glory.
We believe the Bibleis the authoritative Word of God which guides all we say
and do. The Bible is the complete Word of God and is truth without error.

We believe salvationis by the grace of God, apart from any personal work or
merit, and is the common need of all people. Salvationis secured through
Christ alone.

We believe the appropriate response to the grace of God is for every personto
believe, repent, confess, be baptized, and continue to grow inthe grace and
knowledge of the Lord.

We believe inthe ministry of the Holy Spirit, whose indwelling presence
enables the Christianto live agodly life. Christians seek to live daily under the
direction of the Holy Spirit.

Since God' struthis revealed in the Bible and in His creation, we teach that
knowledge isinterrelated and caninstruct us about God Himself. We seek to
integrate God’ s truth and love into the academic, physical, socid, and spiritual
education of each student. Ideal s and standards of scholarship consistent with the
understanding of the lordship of Jesus Christ are continually fostered. Students are
encouraged to view their world through God’ s truth.

Parents, teachers, and students are all expected to take an active role inthe learning
process. We believe that education is most effective when the responsibility for
learning is shared among all those involved.

One of the most val uabl e devel opments of western civilization, classical education
utilizes traditional liberal arts asameans of instilling wisdomand virtue in our
students. Our liberal arts curriculumis delivered by way of the “ Trivium’ —aword
that describes three modes of |earning: grammar, logic, and rhetoric. Grammar is
concerned with the basic facts, rules, and required skills of any given subject. Logic
involves learning to think and reason i n the language of various subjects. And
rhetoric requires students to express their thoughts i n a compelling and persuasive
manner.

While each area of the Triviumis addressed at every grade level and inall subjects,
the developmental stages of children lend themsel ves to particular modes of
learning. For this reason, we emphasize the grammar mode of learning with

ki ndergarteners through fifth graders, who find skill acquisition and repetition to be
easy and comfortable. Once students begin to question and contradict, overlapping
into fifth grade and up through about the eighth grade, they are ready to emphasize
logic. As students begin to know, think about, and explain their world, they are
being prepared to begin their lifelong pursuit of truth, goodness, and beauty.

RMCA uses avariety of curriculum materials to achieveits classcal and Christian
philosophy. Parents will receive a curriculum overview booklet for elementary
grade(s), and/or course descriptions for middle school classes, each fall.

RMCA provides an academic programthat requires a high level of participation and
effort by teachers, students, and parents. Age-appropriate effort and consistent
academic growth are expected of all students enrolled at RMCA.

RMCA serves students ages 13 months through 8" grade in 2 programs: early
childhood and K-8.

If thereis any one resource that defines a great schoal, it is a quality teachi ng staff.
Since RMCA’ s teachers are commi tted to the spiritual, academic, physical, and
socia development of each child, they model the virtues they teach. Faculty
members are selected on the basis of their love for God and their love for children.

All staff are committed Christians who attend a variety of churches withinthe
community.

From the energy of first-year teachers to the experience of 20-year veterans,
staff members model academic and moral excellence.

All teachers have appropriate college degrees.

Qualified specialists teach art, music, and physical education for first through
eighth grade.

Teachers are required to pursue ongoi ng education to conti nue growing and
learning along with their students.

The Preschool and Mom' s Day Out programs are licensed by the Col orado
Department of Human Services for children ages 13 months through 5 years and
accredited by the Association of Christian Schools I nternational (ACSI).

RMCA is a member of the Association of Christian Schools International (ACSI), a
nationally and inter nationally recogni zed or gani zati on supporting Christian
education worldwide.

RMCA isa ministry of Rocky Mountain Christian Church (RMCC). It is governed
by a five to nine member school board (bylaws and policies available upon request).
RMCA'’s head administrator is under the supervision of the school board, and is
accountable to the RMCC board of elders. The head admi nistrator is primarily
responsible for overseeing all aspects of the school, and serves as an associate
pastor for RMCC. (www.rmec.org)

The Rocky Mountain Christian Academy Association is the arm of RMCA that
approves board members. Enrolled parents, faculty and staff, and founders are
members of the RMCAA. The RMCAA meetstwice ayear: parent orientationin
the fall to meet staff and board members, and later inthe year to approve new board
members and hear reports on the general health of the Academy. Additional
meetings may be called at the discretion of the school board.

Rocky Mountain Christian Academy provides a distinctive classical and Christ-
centered education. We prayerfully seek to discern what is best for the child, his
parents, and the school. The school reserves the right to deny or defer admissionto
achildif his or her academic ability, behavior, or emotional development suggest
that he or she would not be best served by our school.

Rocky Mountain Christian Academy admits students of any race, color,
national and ethnic origin to all rights, privileges, programs, and
activities generally accorded or made available to students at the schoal.
It does not discriminate on the basis of race, color, national and ethnic
origin in adminigration of its educational policies, admissons policies,
scholarships, and other school-administered programs.

Though not required to be a professing Christian, each parent must have a clear
understanding of the biblica philosophy and functioning of RMCA. The key
elements of Christianity, as expressed in our statement of faith, will be taught
through all levels. Parents who choose RMCA are expected to cooperate with the
philosophies and policies of the schoal.

RMCA reserves the right to deny admission to a student whose parent(s)’ actions or
lifestyle are contrary to RMCA'’ s understandi ng of biblical precepts and principles;
or have a history of alack of cooperation and commi tment to the home and school
working together.

In enrolling students, RMCA val ues keepi ng families together and honoring the
commitments of currently enrolled families. Enrollment priorities are set
accordingly. If, withina given group, there are more students than spaces in the
class, alottery is conducted to randomly choose those who are granted a place inthe
class. See enrollment materials for more details.

Mom' s Day Out class sizes will dways be limited to 5-9 students, depending on
age. Preschool classes will generally be limited to 16 students, and Elementary
classes and Middle School homeroom classes will generally be limited to 20
students (other Middle School classes will vary in size). However, situations may
arise that may require that the limit be exceeded.

To enter the Mom' s Day Out program, a child must be between 13 and 35 months
by September 30 of that school year, and must be walking independently. To enter
the Preschool program, achild must be 3 to 5 years of age by September 30 of that
school year.

Regi stration packet, i ncluding a Colorado Certificate of |mmuni zation and a

physical formsigned by the child’s physician, must be completed and submi tted to
the office before a child enters any Preschool or Mom' s Day Out program.

The Admissions Committee considers each applicant and strives to bring together a
cohesive student body that can best grow spiritually, intellectually, and physically.
Each applicant® academic potential, scholastic motivation, character, and interests
will be considered. All students entering Kinder garten and 6™ grade, as well as dl
students new to the school, must have a Colorado Certificate of Immuni zation,
signed by the child's physician, on file in the office before the start of school.

Re-enrollment is not automati . Those students who continue to have academic
difficulty or who persist in negative, uncooperative, or non-productive attitudes or
behaviors may be denied re-enrollment. The school may also require a student to
repeat a grade level or be placed on academic and/or behavioral probation. These
decisions are made only after full discussion with the student®teacher and family.

A family' stuition account must be current in order to re-enroll. Familieswhose
account is not current will not be able to re-register or enroll for the following year.

All returni ng families must register annually. Registration for enrollment for the
upcomi ng school year will take place each January. Enrolled families who miss
the registration deadline will lose priority for placement onthe next year’s
classroster.

As a support and extension of the family unit, RMCA considers the family to be of
first i mportance to a child. We conti nually seek ways to involve parentsin the
programs of our school.

Inthe case of divorce or joint custody situations, RMCA will ordinarily
communi cate only through the parent with primary legal custody.

Many opportunities exist for parents to be involved in the Academy. Below are just
some of the activities that may be available to parents.

Support the teacher in special projects or weekly programs.

Assist the teacher in the classroom.

Assistinthe school office or Media Center.

Aid inthe preparation of bulletin boards or classroom materials.

Provide transportation and act as a chaperone on field trips (K-8).

Share vocations, experiences, or travels.

Help host class parties in the classroom or off campus.

Invite ateacher or staff member to join your family for a meal or activity.

Help with school-wide events such as the Art Show, Book Fairs, and Field Day.

All RMCA vol unteers are expected to follow these guidelines:

Please signin at the office and wear a volunteer badge.

Do not bring younger siblings i n classrooms during instructional ti me.
Work in cooperation with the classroom teacher and office staff.
Defer al discipline issues to the classroom teacher.

Abide by principles of Christian conduct and courtesy.

Vol unteers transporting children to or from field trips must check in at the office
and complete an Activity Travel Agreement form on the day of the trip. Please note
that, due to a wide range of expectations among parents, videos should not be
shown while students are being transported to or from school activities.

The administration reserves the right to deny participation in the classroom or in
school-sponsored events to any volunteer.

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Communication Two-way communication between parent and teacher isvital. RMCA'’s teachers
will continually seek to i nform parents of their child’s progress. We also expect
parentsto be proactive in their communication with teachers. Please do not
hesitate to contact your child’ s teacher during school hours.

electronic The school or teachers may utilize e-mail and RMCA’ s website for communication.

Students in grades 6-8 will have their grades and other class information available
online viaRMCA’s secure intranet. 6™-8" grade parents and students will receive
more infor mation about logging on and using this service.

phone/voi ce mail Mom's Day Out and Preschool teachers are avail able by phone during school hours,
and check voicemail regularly for calls they may have missed. Each K-8 teacher
checks his/her voice mail and messages prior to 8:00 and after school. T hey
generally DO NOT receive calls or check messages during the school day. You
may leave a message any time and the teacher will get back with you as soon as
possible. If you must get an urgent message to a teacher, please notify the office.

classroomvisits Parents are welcome to visit their child’s class at any time. Simply call ahead out of
courtesy to the teacher, and signin at the office. If you are planning to vol unteer in
your child' s class, please schedul e atime with the classroom teacher. Y ounger
siblings are not allowed in classrooms during i nstructional time.

conferences Parent/Teacher Conferences are scheduled two ti mes a year. Teachers or parents
may request additional conferences at any time.

report cards These reports, for studentsin K-8, are intended to measure the academic, social,
behavioral, and spiritual growth of each student. These progress reports are
generally sent home one week after the end of each quarter.

newsl etters and notes Teachers or the school may use various newsl etters to communi cate vision, events,
and/or assignments. Typically these newsl etters are sent home the first day of each
school week. Mom's Day Out and Preschool newsletters are sent home monthly.

family directory A directory of all RMCA familiesis available online. Parents may request to have
contact i nformati on excluded from the directory. T his directory is confidential,
and is not to be used for solicitation.

feedback forums Occasional meetings may be schedul ed to offer parents an open forum for questions
and feedback concerning their child’s education. These meetings are led by the
administration.

comments RMCA is always happy to receive comments, praises, and suggestions fromour
families.

RMCA's educational missioninvolves workingwiththe homein the overall
Christian education of students. On occasion this cooperati on between the school
and home may become difficult. To avoid such situations, the school requires
parents enrolling their children or mai ntai ning enroll ment to affirmatively support
and cooperate with the school. Parents agree to support the school with prayers and
with a positive attitude

Complaints or negative comments* should be shared only with the teacher,
administrator, or person directly involved and not with your child or other people,
following the Matthew 18 principle (seearticlein Part I11: Supplemental Materials).

*\We encourage a relational approach when handling conflicts and request that
teachers and administrators be contacted directly rather than by a note or letter.
Please notethat teachers are encouraged to respond to critical notes or emails only
by phone or in personal face-to-face conferences.

If aconflict is not resolved after utilizing the Matthew 18 principle, parents may, as
alast resort, request a hearing with the school board, following the procedures
below:

(1) The request must be submitted inwriting to both the head administrator
and the school board president (see contact i nfor mation below).

(2) Requests must explicitly state the desire for a hearing with the board,
and an expl anation of the reason.

(3) The school board president will consider the request and notify the
parent of the decision as to whether or not to bring the matter before the
board at aregularly scheduled meeting. The school board presidert, at his
sole discretion, reserves the right to accept or deny the request for a
hearing.

Please do not contact other school board members directly without following the
above steps. Rocky Mountai n Christian Church does not directly govern RMCA.
Please do not contact the pastors or elders of the church.

If at any time the school determines, inits sole discretion, that parents’ actions or
lifestyle do not support the mi nistry, are contrary to RMCA' s understanding of
biblical precepts and principles, or reflect alack of cooperation and commitment to
the home and school working together, the school has the right to withdraw their
child(ren).

Age-appropriate effort and consistent
academic growth are expected of all students enrolled at RMCA.

attendance Except when sick, students are expected to be present at school every day, the entire
timetheir classisin session. We strongly urge families not to schedule doctor’ s
appointments during school hours and to refrain from taking vacations while school
iSinsession.

make-up work Inthe case of excessive or long-term absences, RMCA reserves the right to require
adoctor’s note or other official documentation outlining the reason for the absence.
RMCA may report excessive absences to state officials.

Inthe case of a prearranged | ong-term absence, make- up assignments and due dates
are at the discretion of the teacher. Teachers will not arrange assignments prior to
the absence.

Students with excused absences (illness or emergency) will generally be giventwo
days for every one absent to make up missing work, at the discretion of the teacher.
Also at the teacher’ s discretion, assignments may be altered to reasonably
accommodate i ndividual situations. Parents or students must contact the teacher
directly to arrange for make-up assignments.

homewor k Homework is part of the curriculumat RMCA, beginningin ki ndergarten. The
purpose of homework isto equip students with the necessary tools for learning,
involve parents in the learning process, establish the disciplines and habits that
foster responsibility, and reinforce the concepts presented by the curriculum during
the school day. Homework, however, is not intended to be overly invasive into a
family’s home activities.

With each student and at every grade level the time for homework will vary
depending on the ability of the student. Students may be assigned homework
Monday through Thursday. Compl etion of projects may require occasional
homework over the weekend. Parents should notify their child’ s teacher if an
excessive amount of time is regularly spent completing homework.

supplemental Teachers are prohibited from significantly altering curriculum assignments for
instruction individual students. It istheresponsibility of parents to provide additional or
supplemental instruction for their child.

learning and Currently, RMCA does not provide specid services for students with si gnificant
behavioral disabilities physical, learning, and/or behavioral disabilities. All students are required to meet
the same academic and behavioral standards. Teachers strive to give each child the
same amount of individual instruction and encouragement.

promotion and Promotion of students to the next grade level is not automatic, but is determined by
retention sati sfactory academic progress and devel opmental readiness. (See standards for
admission for returni ng students.)

Rocky Mountain Christian Academy seeks to educate the total child and reinforce
godly values taught at home. This philosophy i ncludes the teachi ng of social graces
and biblically-based moral education. All those associated with RMCA are expected
to adhere to rules and precepts, and demonstrate self-control. Students are to honor
God, their parents, and those in authority.

At their discretion, teachers will utilize a variety of strategies to promote a
classroom environment conducive to learning. All classrooms adhere to and
implement RMCA’s Five Pillars of Character. It is expected that all students abide
by these standards in attitude and i n action (see Part 111: Supplemental Materials).

The following rules apply to all students. At their discretion, teachers and staff will
set additional rules.

Teachers, parents, and students are expected to co-operate with basic Christian
standards of conduct and conversation. Biblical precepts will be used to train,
encourage, and correct students (2 Tim. 3:16).

Students are to respect all school staff and show respect to other adultsin the
building (Hebrews 13:17). This includes address ng adults using the proper
salutation (Mr., Mrs., etc.).

Behaviors that significantly disrupt or distract the |earning process of others are
not allowed.

Students are to treat one another with respect and courtesy, speaking to one
another inways that build up, not inways that demean or “put down.”

Calm behavior and alow tone of voice are expected while inside the building.
Students are not to bring any of the following to school or school-sponsored
events. weapons, toys, radios, personal audio or video players, or other

€l ectronic devices such as el ectronic games.

Cell phones are not to be used and should be turned off during school hours.
Students are to help keep the buildings neat and clean.

Biting is a dangerous habit that some young children develop, but it is a behavior
that cannot continue in a group setting. The first time achild bites, parents will be
contacted. After the third bite, the child will not be allowed to attend class.

Students who engage i n serious or repeated negative behaviors or attitudes will be
sent to the appropriate administrator. The admi nistrator will discuss appropriate
consequences with the parents in these cases. The head administrator reserves the
right to suspend or expel a student at any ti me for serious misconduct, i n or out of
school, or for repeated violation of school standards.

The family registration fee is non-refundable. For K-8, the new family registration
feeincludes the cost of entrance tests. If a student is not accepted for enrollment
into RMCA, $75 of the fee will berefunded. Registration and/or prior enrollment do
not guarantee acceptance to any program (see a so Enrollment for Continuing
Sudents).

All families enrolling must make a non-refundabl e prepayment equival ent to 10%
of tuition on or before May 1. Students who withdraw after May 1 and prior to the
end of the next school year will forfeit the prepayment. This prepayment does not
require families to pay any additional tuition or fees.

Families enrolled for the following year will be invoiced for this amount on their
May 1 statement. If the prepayment is not received on or before the |ate-payment
date of May 10, students may be removed from the class rosters and replaced with a
student from the waiting list.

Students must be picked up within ten minutes of the end of their scheduled class
time. For safety reasons, any student not picked up by this time will be taken to the
RMCA office until a parent or responsible adult arrives. Parents will be charged a
| ate pick-up fee of $3 per child for each 5 minutes their child isin the office, witha
maxi mum of $30.

Students are expected to handle RM CA books and other resources with respect.
Materials that are lost, or that suffer unusual wear and tear, must be paid for by the
student or parents, and will be charged on the monthly bill. RMCA may choose to
withhold report cards at the end of the year until missing or damaged materials are
replaced or paid for.

All fees and tuition payments are paid to RMCA and can be sent to the RMCA
office. Fees such as milk, school lunch, and lunch bunch will be included on the
monthl y tuition statement. Please do not send cash. Teachers cannot accept
payments of any kind, other than book orders.

Monthly tui tion payments are due to the RMCA office onthefirst of each
month. A $25 late fee will be assessed if RMCA does not receive payment by
the tenth day of the month.

If RMCA has not received the monthly payment within 60 days after the due
date, the affected child(ren) may be disenrolled and will be digible for re-
enrollment only if space is avail able and when payment of all back tuition and
fees has been made. Parents should contact the office as soon as possibleif
tuition cannot be paid.

If the student is disenrolled from RMCA for any reason, tuition for the full
month inwhichthey are disenrolled and any past-due tuition and fees must be
paid.

Monthly tuition reserves your child' s placein the classroom. No refunds will be
given for days missed due to illness, vacation, or weather conditions.

RMCA may choose to withhold report cards at the end of the year until unpaid
tuitionis received.

Familieswho need assistance with the cost of tuition are encouraged to apply for
tuition assistance through RMCA. Applications and a detailed tuition assistance
policy are avail able on request.

One of RMCA’s highest prioritiesis the physical safety of our students. Policies and
procedures rel ated to this i mportant issue are conti nually monitored and eval uated.

All exterior doorsand entrances will be locked during the day, except for the
mai n school entrance on the south side of the building and the mai n church entrance
on the east. The west and northeast doors will only be open for a short period inthe
morni ng during drop-off times. They will remainlocked at all other times. In
addition, elementary students will only be allowed to exit the building at the south
or west entrance. Please remember that students are not allowed to remaininthe
building unsupervised after classes are dismissed.

Security doors have beeninstalled throughout the mai n building and on the front
entrance to the Middle School modular building. These doors are locked during the
school day. Parents must check in at the office and receive a security pass to access
secure classroom areas.

All volunteers and visitors are required to sign in at the school office and wear a
guest badge while in the building. Any unfamiliar person in the building not
wearing a badge will be questioned.

Anyone other than a parent with primary, legal custody who will pick up achild
must be listed on the child’ s authori zation formor have written per mission from the
parent. A photo ID may be required at the time of pickup.

Childrenwho areinjured or becomeill at school will report to the office. Parents
will be notified if achild is unable to return to class. Please do not send your child
to school if he/sheis sick. Students with fevers, flu, or other contagious illnesses
will not be allowedinclass. If achild hasvomited, had afever, or had any other
contagious illness, he or she must be free of symptoms for 24 hours before being
allowed to returnto class. Please notify the officeif your child contracts a
contagious disease.

Preschool and Mom' s Day Out: Staff can administer medication only whenitis
accompanied by a permission form (provided inyour registration packet), signed
by the parent and doctor. All medication (including “ over-the-counter”) must be
initsoriginal contai ner |abel ed with medication name, dosage, doctor’s name,
and child’ s name. Medicationwill be administered to early childhood students
only by a staff member who has compl eted the Medication Admi nistration class
according to the Nurse Practice Act. Office, Support, and Preschool and Mom' s
Day Out staff aretrained in CPR and First Aid, to handle emergency situations.
K-8: If your child requires medication, over-the-counter or prescription, it must
be admi nistered in the office. All medication must be stored in the office, in the
original container, and requires a compl eted medi cation formincluding the
child’ s name, medication name, dosage, and admi nistering procedures (form
available inthe office). Any exceptionto this policy must be requested in
writing.

If your child must |eave the building during school hours, please notify the office
and your child’ s teacher well inadvance. For the safety of all children, students
leaving the building during school hours must be signed out i n the office (or inthe
classroomfor Preschool and Mom's Day Out) by an adult with release

authori zation. Please pick-up your K-8 children in the office, not at their
classrooms.

If school is delayed, all classes that begin in the morning will start at 9:30.
Afternoon classes will begin on time unless notified differently.

Morning snacks are provided. Children should bring alunch with a drink i ncluded,
or may order school lunch for an additional charge. All foods should be finger
foods, ready to eat (fruit peeled, sandwiches cut, etc.) and prepared in bite-sized
pieces (grapes must be cut i n half). Please do not i nclude carbonated beverages,
candy, gum, or any foods with red dye (juice, jello, etc.).

Snacks are not provided for Preschool. Children should bring a nutritious snack that
includes at least two food groups. Children who are staying for Lunch Bunch should
bring a ready-to-eat, finger-food lunch with adrink, or order school lunch for an
additional charge. Lunch Bunchis an optional programincluding lunch and extra
activities, whichis offered after each Preschool class. An additional charge of $5
per time will be charged to the family account for those students choosing to stay
for Lunch Bunch.

Parents are welcome to join their children for lunch any day. Students have the
option to order milk or school lunch. Items that are ordered will be charged to
parents on the next month's bill. Cash for individual orders will not be accepted.
Students may also bring a “sack lunch.” At this time, refrigeration or access to a
microwave is not provided.

In accordance with state law and school policy, school staff are obligated under
penalty of fine and jail termto report the reasonabl e suspicion of physical abuse,
sexual abuse, or child neglect. Inthis very serious and legally narrow area, the
school will not contact parents in advance of making areport to authorities, which
would be the procedure followed in most other legal matters. The clear intent of the
law, based on the seriousness of the crimes listed above, is to mandate that a report
of reasonabl e suspi cion of abuse be made. School staff will make such reportsin the
best interest of the affected child and do not, once reasonable suspicionis
established, have any legal alternative except to make the report to the proper
authorities for their investi gation and review.

The Matthew 18 Principle for Solving School Problems
By Dr. Paul A. Kienel, former president, Association of Christian Schools | nter national

The “me generation” philosophy of “I'll do it my way” someti mes spills over into the Christian community. For
example, when differences devel op between individuals, some Christians take matters into their “ own hands”
and bypass the biblical procedure of solving problems.

A Christian school is made up of people—parents, administrators, teachers, and students. Like any other
collection of earthly mortals, the peopl e associated with a Christian school have the potential for

mi sunderstanding, disagreement, and even wrongdoing. Nevertheless, itis God' swill that we live and work
together in harmony. Jesus said, “A new commandment | give unto you, that ye love one another; as | have
loved you, that ye also love one another. By this shall all men know that ye are my disciples, if ye have love one
to another” (John 13:34-35, KJV).

Due to our human nature, we may at ti mes irritate others, resulti ng in misunderstandings or strong
disagreements. In Matthew 18:15-17, KJV, Jesus gives His formula for solving person-to-person problems. |
call it “the Matthew 18 principle” for solving school problems. The following are the words of Jesus:

Moreover, if thy brother shall trespass against thee, go and tell him his fault between thee and himalone; if he
shall hear thee, thou hast gai ned thy brother. But if he will not hear thee, then take with thee one or two more,
that i n the mouth of two or three witnesses every word may be established. And if he shall neglect to hear them,
tell it unto the church; but if he neglect to hear the church, let him be unto thee as an heathen man and a tax
collector.

There are several dear principles that Jesus taught in solving peopl e-to-peopl e problems:

One: Keep the matter confidential. The very pattern of sharing the problem only with those directly involved
establishes the principle of confidentiality. The Bible has much to say about those who gossip or malign others
with their words. “ An hypocrite with his mouth destroyeth his neighbor; but through knowledge shall the just be
delivered” (Proverbs 11:9, KJV).

Two: Keep the circle small. “If thy brother shall trespass against thee, go and tell him his fault between thee
and himalone....” The first step and most often the only step needed in solving a person-to-person problemis
for one of the two people involved to initiate face-to-face dial ogue. Most problems are solved at the two-people
level.

Three: Be straightforward. “Tell him his fault.” Jesus tells us to be forthri ght and to love honestly. Someti mes it
is difficult to be straightforward and tell someone the very heart of the matter. But restoration and i mprovement
can only come when the issues are lovingly, yet clearly, presented. The Scripture says “Faithful are the wounds
of anfriend . ...” (Proverbs 27:6, KJV).

Four: Beforgiving. “If he shall hear thee, thou has gained thy brother.” Thisimplies that once the matter is
resolved, we should whol eheartedl y for give and restore the person whose fault has offended us. Galatians 6:1,
KJV, reads “If a man be overtakenin afault, ye who are spiritual restore such an oneinthe spirit of meekness,
considering thyself, lest thou al so be tempted.”

As| mentioned earlier, most school problems are resolved at the two-peoplelevel. Forgiveness and restoration
is the normal happy conclusion. But what is the Matthew 18 principleif the individual will not “hear” you, or
openly disagrees with your version of the problem? Let's say you are a parent of a student in a Christian school.
Y ou are unhappy with a teacher because you believe your child is being treated unfairly inthe classroom. The
two of you have met and talked together and you are not satisfied with the outcome of your discussion. What is
the next step i nthe Matthew 18 principle?

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Five: The parent and teacher should agree to share the matter with the school principal. At this stage the counsel
of Jesus would be “Take with thee one or two more, that i n the mouth of two or three witnesses every word may
be established.” Both parent and teacher should rehearse their version of the issue or issues with the school’ s
admi nistration. Each person should come to the meeting ina spirit of prayer and humility, willing to submit to
the Lord’ swill inthe matter and al so willing to submit to reproof and correction if needed. Those of uswho
bear the name of Christ should joyfully conform to the will of Christ. An open and honest discussion among
people who are sensitive to godly principles will most often reach an amiable sol ution.

| esti mate that 80% of school problems are solved at the two-people level. Another 18% of school problems are
solved at the three- and four-peopl e level whichincl udes the school’ s administration. This leaves 2% to be
resolved at the level of the school board. The board represents the church or church community. Let's say a
problem now exists and is not solvable by the normal channels of communication and established school policy.
What is the next step in the Matthew 18 principle?

Six: The school principal should explain the problemto the chairman of the school board. The chairman will
decide how the matter should be presented to the board. Depending on the complexity of the problem, it may be
appropriate for the board chairman to request that all persons involved be present at a school board meeting.
The goal of sucha high-level meetingis 1) aclear understanding of the problem; 2) solving the problem; 3)
reproof and correction if necessary; and 4) forgiveness and whol ehearted restoration of those who have made
amends.

In summary, the Matthew 18 principle requires that parents tal k to teachers about student problems before they
talk to administrators. If unresolved at the two-people level, the matter is prayerfully and inan orderly fashion
moved upward in the school organi zational structure. Thisisthe Lord’ s way of solving people-to-people
problems.
